 Jenny met us and provided background information.  Jenny said that they do not hire gardeners and that she and Peter do the hard work. When we were there she was scooping compost onto garden beds.
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Guestlands garden has many features including a large dam that sits at the bottom of the gently sloping property.  
The formal area features extensive stonework and a colonnade walk covered in New Dawn roses.  From the oriental garden at the top of the property, a stream passes through several ponds full of goldfish, flowing across stones on its path down the hill into the dam.  There are roses, lavenders, iris and a wide range of shrubs and perennials beneath mature deciduous trees.  The older area has some wonderful mature Japanese maples.
